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What is a base station in radio communications?

In radio communications,a base station is a wireless communications station installed at a fixed locationand
used to communicate as part of one of the following: a wireless telephone system such as cellular CDMA or
GSM cell site. Base stations use RF power amplifiers (radio-frequency power amplifiers) to transmit and
receive signals.

What are the different types of base stations?

Macro-base stationsare tall towers ranging from 50 to 200
feet in height,placed at strategic locations to provide maximum coverage in a given area. Those are equipped
with large towers and antennas that transmit and receive radio signals from wireless devices.

Where are base stations |ocated?

The network consists of a repeater and encryption capable base stations, mobile radios in selected official
vehicles, . Base stations and encryption loaders are located the Information Programs Center (IPC) . Other
base stations are located at specified residences and offices, which (See 12 FAH-1 Appendix 7 b.

What is a base station in awireless network?

In the area of wireless computer networking,a base station is a radio receiver/transmitterthat serves as the hub
of the local wireless network,and may also be the gateway between a wired network and the wireless network.
It typically consists of alow-power transmitter and wireless router.
